1. Name Aristotle’s 4 causes.  Quiz each other in group and see if anyone can explain each one.  Then check your answers against the handout and text.

2. What does the term “teleology” mean?  Give an example of how Aristotle is a teleological thinker.

3. What does the word “etiology” mean?  What major theme in Aristotle does this relate to?

4. What does the wise person do?  What is wisdom for Aristotle according to the handout? Why does Aristotle say that Wisdom is etiology?  What does this mean?

5. Give an example of an “accident” according to Aristotle.  Why is this not a fundamental sense of “to be”?

6. What does Aristotle say about matter as it relates to that which is potential?  What is primary matter for Aristotle?  Can you relate this idea to any of the prior philosophers we have studied?
7. What is the absolute opposite of primary matter for Aristotle?  What happens to form beings or physis?  What is secondary ousia?  What is the Greek term for “being as being”?
8. Discuss the word “ousia” according to what is said in the handout.  Explain why we might want to retain the Greek word, instead of just using the Latin translation “substance.”

9. What platonic term would most closely relate to Aristotle’s pure actuality?  Do you think that Aristotle merely applied a teleological way of thinking to Plato’s forms?  What do I mean by this question?

10. Is it possible for a being (on he physis) to be at its end (entelechia)?  What does Aristotle mean by “entelechia”?
11. What would constitute the divine, according to the handout?  How does this make wisdom into theology?

12. What is the proper sequence of the Aristotelian inner logic according to the handout?
